Subject:  Public Meeting Tuesday March 24th 7pm - Northwest Area Street and Utility Reconstruction Project

Dear Residents/Property Owners,

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Winnebago City Council is hosting a Public Information Meeting on Tuesday March 24th at 7 pm at the Municipal Center.  The meeting will include presentations by City Public Works staff on the current conditions of the infrastructure, prior concerns and repairs.  City Engineer Travis Winter of Bolton and Menk, will then present information on the recently completed feasibility study.   Steven Mattson of Northland Securities will present Bonding and funding information for the project.  Lastly, there will be time for all residents and property owners to ask questions and provide feedback on the project.

Some Highlights of the Proposed Project:
· The project has been discussed by the Utility Committee and City Council since early 2013.  
· It will encompass a 25 block area, everything North of 1st Ave NW and West of US Hwy 169.
· It will include complete reconstruction of water, wastewater, stormwater and curb & gutter and bituminous pavement on all streets.
· Alternate funding sources are being pursued, such as Grants, low interest loans and bonding.
· The total project is estimated to cost $6.6 million dollars.
· Costs of the project will be distributed in the same manner as previous projects.  I.E. assessments, utility funds and levy authority. 

Everyone is welcome to attend and ask questions or provide feedback.  We welcome your participation and input.  If you are unable to attend, you may submit written questions or comments in advance.  Please keep in mind the project is in the planning stages only and there is no commitment at this point to go forward with the project as presented.  Copies of the Feasibility Study are available at City Hall for viewing.
