



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL

Special Meeting September 17, 2015 

A special meeting and work session of the Winnebago City Council was held on Thursday, September 17, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order.  The Council moved into an Open House for Northwest Area Street Project from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

2016 Draft Budget
Ziegler presented the Council with the Preliminary Levy amount of $607,777.00 which is an increase of 11.63% or $63,331.00 from 2015.  Ziegler pointed out a few changes from the previous year.  Discussion was held.

Interim City Attorney
Motion by R. Johnson, seconded by D. Johnson to hire David Frundt as the City of Winnebago’s Interim City Attorney.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  R. Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, D. Johnson.  Motion carried.
