


MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago, Minnesota
April, 20 2010

A special meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, April 20, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Nowak called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer. Staff present: Deputy City Clerk Boeck. City Attorney: Douglas Johanson. 
With two additions to the proposed agenda, discussion of back ground checks, and discussion of candidates, motion by Ziegler, seconded by Gates to approve the meeting agenda of April 20, 2010.
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the first time. Hearing no comments Mayor Nowak closed the meeting to the public.

Discussion of background checks
Gates stated he was comfortable having the finalists complete a consent form for the criminal background check to be completed by Police Chief Toland. The selected finalists will complete the consent form at their second interview, a determination will then be made at another special city council meeting.
Discussion of Candidates
Gates stated that he feels Ted Schoonover is a good fit because of his leadership skills, and working with a budget. Johnson stated he thought all the candidates did well. Ziegler stated he will base his decision on leadership skills, and the ability to write grants. Stauffer said she is looking for someone who can effectively communicate, and provided good leadership. 
Selection of Candidates
Council weighted their votes giving 3 points to their top choice, 2 points to their second choice, and 1 point to the third choice. Votes go as follows: Gates voted 3 points to Schoonover, 2 points to Marzinske, and 1 point to Friesen. Johnson voted 3 points to Schoonover, 2 points to Marzinske, and 1 point to Bucholz. Ziegler voted 3 points to Schoonover, 2 points to Friesen, and 1 point to Marzinske. Stauffer voted 3 points to Schoonover, 2 points to Marzinske, and 1 point to Friesen. Totals are as follows: Schoonover 12 points, Friesen 4 points, Marzinske 7 points, and Bucholz 1 point. Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to give candidates Schoonover and Marzinske second interviews. Motion carried.
