




MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
August 11th, 2010

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Wednesday August 11th, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Nowak called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer. Staff Present: City Administrator Bleess, Deputy City Clerk Boeck. City Engineer: Wesley Brown 
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Gates to approve the proposed meeting agenda of August 11th, 2010. Voting in favor: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer.
Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes § 13D.05, subd. 3(b) Councilmember Ziegler motioned to go into closed session to consider pending litigation, seconded by Stauffer. Mayor Nowak called for a vote with the following voting in favor: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer.

Councilmember Ziegler made a motion to go into open session as required under Minnesota Statutes § 13D. Councilmember Gates seconded the motion. Motion by Ziegler, seconded by Johnson to approve Special Council meeting minutes of July 26th, 2010. Discussion held.  Mayor Nowak called for a  vote with the following voting in favor: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Stauffer to approve all bills as listed on pages 5-15 of the council packet. Discussion held. Mayor Nowak called for a vote with the following voting in favor: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer.
