




MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
February 9th, 2010

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, February 9th, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Nowak called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present: Gates, Johnson, Stauffer. Staff Present: City Administrator Feely and Administrative and Accounting Assistant Boeck. Absent: Ziegler. City Attorney: Johnanson. 
Motion by Gates, seconded by Stauffer to approve Regular Council meeting minutes of January 12th, 2010. Motion carried.
Motion by Stauffer, seconded by Johnson to approve the proposed meeting agenda of February 9th, 2010. Motion Carried. 
Consent Items
Motion by Gates, seconded by Stauffer to approve all bills as listed on pages 6 and 7 of the council packet with the exception of Heiman Fire Equipment. Johnson stated this bill could have possibly been paid already out of the fire relief fund. Motion carried.
Informational Items
Motion by Stauffer, seconded by Johnson to approve all informational items as listed on pages 8-16 of the Council packet. Motion carried. 
After a brief summary on the Utility committee, EMS committee, and EDA committee by Council members and Mayor Nowak motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to approve all commission and committee reports as listed on pages 17-22 of the Council packet. 
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the first time. Hearing no comments Mayor Nowak closed the meeting to the public. 
General Business
Authorizations
Police Chief Conference Request
Motion by Gates, seconded by Stauffer to approve Chief Toland’s request to attend Minnesota Chiefs of Police Executive Training Institute, April 12-15, 2010. Johnson stated he does expect a written or oral report on the conference which Bob has always done in the past. 
WWTP Facility Upgrade Plan Proposal
The Winnebago Utility Committee recommends to the City Council that Bolton and Menk complete the facility upgrade plan. The estimated cost of this plan is $18,000.00 to $20,000.00. In order qualify for additional funding opportunities through State or Federal agents the facility plan must be submitted to the MPCA by March 5th, 2010. Gates stated that the City will get a comprehensive look at some of the needs that the WWTP has, and it will allow a look at the menu of items as far as importance. Motion by Johnson, seconded by Stauffer to authorize Bolton and Menk to complete the facility upgrade plan. Motion carried. 
Ambulance Resignation
Motion by Stauffer, seconded by Gates to accept Ambulance Crew Member Shelia Denton’s resignation effective January 22nd, 2010. Motion carried. 
MC Fitness Center Lease
Mr. Ossenfort from MC Fitness was not able to attend Tuesday’s meeting due to inclement weather. Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to table this matter until the March 9th, 2010 meeting. 
Resolution 458-2010: Accepting Donation to the City of Winnebago
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Stauffer to accept the Winnebago American Legion Post #82 donation of $392.28 to be deposited into the 10% Charitable Gambling Donation Fund. 
Faribault County Library Contracts
The proposed contract essentially eliminated the Faribault County Library Director position, which was previously responsible for providing services to the seven station libraries in Faribault County. The seven station libraries include the cities of Bricelyn, Delavan, Frost, Easton, Kiester, Minnesota Lake, and Walters. Winnebago will be responsible for providing rotation services to the Delavan and Easton Station Libraries. Winnebago will be compensated by the County to provide services to Delavan and Easton. The City retains the right to terminate the agreement at any time, provided a 90 day notice is given. Gates stated that Judy has done a great job on boarding the rest of the Muir Library Board with these changes. Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to approve the Faribault County Library Contract. Motion carried. 
Hiring of Additional Library Assistant
With the approval of the Faribault County Library Contract an additional library assistant will need to be hired. Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson authorizing the hiring committee to move forward so that a recommendation to hire can be presented at the March 9th, 2010 City Council meeting. Motion carried. 
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the second time. Hearing no comments Mayor Nowak closed the meeting to the public. 
Administrator’s Report
The League of MN Cities has created an online learning series for city and local government leaders and employees who manage and supervise others. Since it is difficult to attend various conferences and trainings due to time spent away from the office City Administrator Feely is seeking approval to take Course 1: Role of a Supervisor, Course 2: Driving Employee Performance, and Course 3: Select for Success at the cost of $30.00 a course. Motion by Stauffer, seconded by Johnson to authorize City Administrator to enroll and all three online courses provided by LMC.
Interviews for the deputy city clerk position are scheduled to take place on the 16th and 18th of February. Hopefully a recommendation can be made to the Council at the March 9th Council meeting. 
Mayor Report
Mayor Nowak wanted to thank Shelia Denton as every volunteer is very important. He also thanks Judy Tupper for all her work in putting together programs at the library.
Council Reports
Gates shared he is looking forward to the information we receive from the board of appeal in April. Also, thanks to Judy, he is excited for the additional responsibility here in Winnebago. It’s an honor for the city. 
Johnson thanked Shelia for her participation in the Ambulance squad. Johnson requested to have a housing committee meeting to discuss duplex, contracts, and inspections. Johnson stated he has contacted one person that will be interested in sitting in on the deputy city clerk hiring committee. Motion by Johnson, seconded by Stauffer to ask Jesse Haugh to serve on the deputy city clerk hiring committee. 
Stauffer wanted to thank Shelia for her services with the Ambulance, and wished Judy good luck with her new adventure. 
Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried.
