A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday July 13th, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.

Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to approve proposed meeting agenda with the addition of the School by Mayor Nowak. Voting in favor: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer. Motion carried.

Judy Tupper was present to accept a plaque in honor of Eileen Jurgenson, winner of the 2010 EDA Hall of Fame Award. Eileen passed away on April 14th, and a plaque will hang in the Muir Library in honor of her.
