


MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago, Minnesota
May 13, 2010

A special meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Thursday, May 13, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Nowak called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer. Staff present: Deputy City Clerk Boeck. City Attorney: Douglas Johanson. 
Motion by Gates, seconded by Ziegler to approve the proposed meeting agenda. Motion carried.
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the first time. Josh Malchow asked if he could suggest questions to be asked during interviews. Council members suggested he contact Boeck and have it included for the second round of interviews.
General Business
Interviews
7: 00 Marv Ray. Council asked candidate Ray 20 questions regarding interests, past and present relationships with co-workers, experience, current job duties, goals, and management style. Ray talked about growing up in a small farming community, his responsibilities with the Prairie Island Indian Community. He has experience preparing budgets, working with planning and zoning, unions, and Microsoft office. Ray stated his weakness is typing. Ray has managed cities in the past with an open door policy, and delegates work where needed. He would play a professional, yet supportive role in the city. 
7:20 Anissa Hollingshead. Council asked candidate Hollingshead the same questions as the prior candidate. She mentioned her broad professional background, from the city of Minneapolis to her years spent in real estate. She believes her strong point to be organization, Microsoft office, and records management. Hollingshead has been a part of union negotiations in the past. She is looking for more experience in a supervisory role, and hands on experience. 
7:40 Marc Dennison. Candidate Dennison stated he is seeking employment closer to family and friends. As the Village Administrator in Darien Wisconsin he has taken an active role in his community, including working on elections, board of review, committee meetings, and the yearly budget process. Dennison believes parks, pools, and other amenities to be the best attribute of Winnebago. As a manager of the city he would hold an open door policy and welcome different idea’s.
8:00 Austin Bleess. In interviewing candidate Bleess council learned about his current job duties with the City of Wells, MN. Bleess is familiar with budget constraints, committee assignments, and JobZ Applications. He commented on his great working relationship with current co-workers, and his ability to help out where needed. Bleess likes to work as a team, and is eager to learn.
Selection of Candidates. Council weighted their votes giving 3 points to their top choice, 2 points to their second choice, and 1 point to the third choice. Votes go as follows: Gates voted 3 points to Dennison, 2 points to Bleess, and 1 point to Hollingshead. Johnson voted 3 points to Dennison, 2 points to Ray, and 1 point to Bleess. Ziegler voted 3 points to Dennison, 2 points to Hollingshead, and 1 point to Bleess. Stauffer voted 3 points to Bleess, 2 points to Ray, and 1 point to Hollingshead. Totals are as follows: Ray 4 points, Hollingshead 4 points, Dennison 9 points, and Bleess 7 points. Motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to give candidates Dennison and Bleess second interviews. Motion carried.
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the second time. Hearing no comments, Mayor Nowak closed the meeting to the public.
