


MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago, Minnesota
May 22, 2010

A special meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Saturday, May 22, 2010 at 9:00 a.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Nowak called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer. Staff present: Deputy City Clerk Boeck. City Attorney: Douglas Johanson. 
With one addition of Squad Car Discussion to the meeting agenda, motion by Gates, seconded by Johnson to approve the meeting agenda of May 22, 2010. Motion carried. 
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the first time. Hearing no comments Mayor Nowak closed the meeting to the public. 
General Business
Interviews
9:00 Austin Bleess. Council asked candidate Bleess 10 questions regarding Winnebago’s budget process, Grant Writing, involvement with Chamber of Commerce, and past experiences that would be relevant to the position of the City Administrator. Bleess shared some idea’s on preparing for expected cuts, working with the Wells Chamber on the upcoming Kernals Day Celebration, and his involvement applying for Small Cities Delvelopment Grant in Wells.
9:30 Marc Dennison. Council asked candidate Dennison the same questions as the prior candidate. He mentioned his work on policy papers, writing grants for the City of Darien Wisconsin, his experience with 3 housing developments in the community, and his background and knowledge in Human Resources. 
10:00 Johanna Marzinske. In interviewing candidate Marzinske she stated she took the time to meet with Mr. Grant at the Winnebago Elementary School, and also Susan Roiger from the Adolescent Treatment Center in Winnebago. In doing a budget Marzinske will take a multi-strategy approach, Johanna is interested in writing, and would work hard at searching for grants. 
Squad Car Discussion
Police Squad Car 400 (2008 Impala) was totaled in a accident on May 15th, 2010. Insurance from the League of MN Cities will pay $10,500 towards the car. The cost of a replacement car (2010 Dodge Charger) is approximately $21,684.12. Motion by Gates, seconded by Ziegler to replace the totaled 400 car payable from the Police Capital Outlay fund. Motion carried.
