


MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago, Minnesota
May, 4 2010

A special meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, May 4, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Nowak called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present: Gates, Johnson, Ziegler, Stauffer. Staff present: Deputy City Clerk Megan Boeck. City Engineer Wesley Brown.
Motion by Gates seconded by Johnson to approve the proposed meeting agenda for May 4, 2010. Motion carried. 
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the first time. Hearing no comments, Mayor Nowak closed the meeting to the public.
General Business
Public Hearing
Wastewater Treatment Facility Upgrade
Wes Brown, Kathryn Sterk, and Herman Dharmarajah of Bolton and Menk had prepared a presentation outlining the Wastewater Treatment Facility age and condition, necessary repairs and equipment, and improvement options. Most of the existing treatment system is in poor condition and at the end of its useful life. For example, the mechanical bar screen is subject to freezing in winter months, the primary clarifier tank needs structural repairs, the final clarifier tanks freeze in the winter and are in need of covers, the influent and effluent samplers are in poor condition, there are several slide gates in terrible shape throughout the facility, and the north lift station lacks emergency power generation. Two different alternatives for this facility upgrade were presented to council, one being rehabilitation and phosphorus removal with an estimated cost of $1,685,000. Option two being rehabilitation, phosphorus removal, and expanded improvements with an estimated cost of $2,335,000. Options available for funding this upgrade are General Obligation Bonds, PFA financing (20 year loan program at 2-4 percent interest), in which an application has already been sent requesting placement the Project Priority List, or the Rural Development Loan (39 year loan at 4-5 percent interest). After very few questions by council, motion by Ziegler, seconded by Gates, to adopt Resolution 462-2010 Adopting Facility Plan for the Winnebago WWTF Improvements. Motion carried.
Open Meeting to Public
Mayor Nowak opened the meeting to the public for the second time. Dr. Roger Hanson was present and stated he would like to thank Rick Mauris and Darold Nienhaus for all their hard work at the plant. He understands it’s in rough shape, and something has to be done about it.
Adjournment
Motion by Gates, seconded by Ziegler to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried.
