



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
April 8, 2014

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, April 8, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  City Attorney Douglas Johanson.  Absent: City Engineer Travis Winter.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve the proposed meeting agenda of April 8, 2014 with addition.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to approve the regular council meeting minutes of March 11, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Johnson to approve the closed session meeting minutes of March 11, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Consent Items
Payments
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to approve all payments as listed on pages 6-15 of the council packet with addition.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Informational Items
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Robertson to approve all informational items as listed on pages 16-24 of the council packet with the addition of the fire and ambulance department head reports.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Commission and Committee Reports
Anderson noted that she was absent on March 31, 2014 at the Community Improvement and Trust Fund meeting and the minutes stated she was there.  Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to approve the commission and committee reports on pages 25-31 of the council packet.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. Public Comment
Mayor Schutt opened the meeting to the public.  Hearing no public comments, Mayor Schutt closed the meeting to the public.
General Business
Part-Time Police Officer Hiring Authorization
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve the hiring of Briar Bonin as a part time Police Officer contingent on passing both his physical and psychological examinations.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Purchase Replacement Laptops for Police Squad Cars
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Robertson to approve the purchase of two laptops through the Sheriff’s Department with Leading Edge Technologies of Winnebago in the amount of $9,724.92.  Ziegler noted that he applied for a grant from Centerpoint Energy in the amount of $2,500 to offset the cost.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Purchase Electric Scale for Water Treatment Plant
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Johnson to approve the purchase of an electric scale for $4,205.00 from Hawkins, Inc.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Animal Control Joint Powers Agreement
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the Animal Control Joint Powers Agreement and to appoint Chris Ziegler as the City of Winnebago’s representative to the Board.  Discussion was held. Library Board Member-Joe Strukel
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Robertson to approve appointing Joe Strukel to the Muir Library Board.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Hire Ambulance Member
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the hiring of Katelyn Meyer to the Ambulance crew.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve the Ambulance Pay reform as presented effective May 1, 2014.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Police Chief Hiring-recommend second interview
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Anderson to set a Special City Council Meeting on Friday, April 11, 2014 at 5:00 p.m. to do a second interview for Eric Olson.  Bob Toland was present to discuss his recommendations for the process.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Other Business
Mayor Schutt asked the Council if they would allow him to attend the League of Minnesota Cities 2014 Annual Conference on June 18-20, 2014.  Discussion was held.  Motion by Robertson, seconded by Anderson to allow Mayor Schutt to attend the League of Minnesota Cities 2014 Annual Conference at a cost of $495.00 plus mileage.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Mayor Schutt asked City Administrator Ziegler if Garlick’s Water Conditioning is dumping at the WWTP yet.  Ziegler stated that yes they have been dumping and they had initially asked during the construction of the WWTP so that is where the misunderstanding was.  
Reports
Ziegler reminded the Council that the Board of Review and Appeals is on May 6, 2014 at 10 a.m.  He indicated that the rain barrel sales end tomorrow.  He stated that there is going to be a rain garden workshop on April 29, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. at the Ag Center in Blue Earth and a rain garden tour on June 19, 2014 at 5:30 p.m. at Kiester Town and County Centre.  He stated that the Campground is set to open on May 1st.
