



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
July 8, 2014

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, July 8, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  City Engineer Travis Winter.  City Attorney Douglas Johanson.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the proposed meeting agenda of July 8, 2014 with additions.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Anderson to approve the regular council meeting minutes of June 10, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Consent Items
Payments
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to approve all payments as listed on pages 6-16 of the council packet with additions.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Informational Items
Mayor Schutt pointed out that the ambulance report was missing.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve all informational items as listed on pages 17-26 of the council packet.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Commission and Committee Reports
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Johnson to approve the commission and committee reports on pages 27-30 of the council packet.  Robertson asked if the Council could receive a printout of the SCDP and EDA loans every six months.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Public Hearings-Nuisance Abatement
No members of the public were present for the Public Hearing and no correspondence was received prior to the meeting.  Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the resolution for the 11 addresses set forth on page 31a of the council packet with the reasons set forth.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Free Swimming-Motofest August 2, National Night Out August 5
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Robertson to authorize free swimming for Saturday, August 2nd for Motofest and Tuesday, August 5th for National Night Out.   Chief Olson gave a summary of National Night Out.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Feasibility Study-2nd and 3rd Ave NW Improvements
City Engineer Winter gave an overview of the Feasibility Study for improvements to the 2nd and 3rd Ave NW area of town.   Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve the Feasibility Study from Bolton & Menk not to exceed $15,000.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Resolution #564-2014 MN Clean Water Partnership Grant and Loan 
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to approve Resolution #564-2014 MN Clean Water Partnership.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Resolution #565-2014 2014 Appointing Election Judges
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to approve Resolution #565-2014 appointing election judges.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
South Industrial Park Grinder Station Replacement
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve the low quote from Dakota Pump and Control in the amount of $12,800 to replace the South Industrial Park Grinder Station and have it installed by local contractors.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Skate Park Authorization/Update
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to begin construction of the skate park using half of the tennis courts and the jumps not to exceed the 48 inches.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Authorize Advertising for Demolition Bids
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to authorize advertising for demolition of the homes at 31 and 435 1st Ave NW.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Liability Insurance Limits
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to waiving the monetary limits and accept the coverage limit of $1,500,000.00 from the League of Minnesota Cities.  Discussion was held.   Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Discussion regarding Main Street Buildings
Discussion was held regarding two buildings on Main Street that will be coming up for forfeiture from the county.  City Engineer Winter stated that a structural report could be done that ranges from $3000-$5000 per location to see what it would take to demo the buildings.  Discussion was held.  No action was taken.    
Other Business
No other business was discussed.  
Reports
Ziegler stated that the EDA approved a new loan for a restaurant that is planning on opening at the end of the month.  He reminded the Council of the EDA Hall of Fame on July 26, 2014 from 2-4 p.m. He reminded the Council that the Fire Department is having a street dance on the Saturday night of Motofest.  He stated that there is a lot going on for Motofest and he is looking forward to it.  
Johnson stated that lately the mosquitoes have been bad.  Zielger stated that he authorized a few extra sprayings.  
Robertson stated that he is encouraged by National Night Out.  He stated that the old Stokley site looks very nice and thanked Clint for making it look nice.  
Anderson stated that there are a lot of different things going on around town which is very exciting.  
Weerts stated that he is happy that the city is spraying for mosquitoes.  
Mayor Schutt thanked the Council for letting him attend the League conference and he had a good time.  He stated he met a lot of local people.  
Ziegler noted the change of the next Council meeting which will be Monday, August 11, 2014.
