



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
June 10, 2014

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, June 10, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  City Engineer Travis Winter. Absent: City Attorney Douglas Johanson.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the proposed meeting agenda of June 10, 2014 with additions.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to approve the regular council meeting minutes of May 13, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Consent Items
Payments
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve all payments as listed on pages 6-18 of the council packet with addition.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Informational Items
Ziegler noted that he hadn’t received the fire department report.  Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to approve all informational items as listed on pages 19-28 of the council packet with the addition of the ambulance department head report.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Commission and Committee Reports
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve the commission and committee reports on pages 29-32 of the council packet.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Public Comment
Mayor Schutt opened the meeting to the public. Bob Johanson along with several staff members were present from Parker Oaks.  Bob stated that Jim and Kathy Birchem are retiring and he and Lorna Craig-Paulson will be the new administrators.  Bob stated that they are in the process with the formation of a non-profit group that will own the three southern Minnesota facilities.  Bob stated that they are not closing any of the locations down; if anything they would like to expand.  He noted that Dr. Johnson is going to be the new medical director.  He wants the public to realize that people can do their therapy right in Winnebago; they don’t have to go to Mankato.  Bob and his staff asked the community for their support during the transition.  The council thanked him for the information.  Hearing no more public comments, Mayor Schutt closed the meeting to the public.
General Business
Corey Hauer-LTD Broadband
Corey Hauer from LTD Broadband was present to discuss his wireless internet service.  Corey stated that he has had some customers inquire about getting his service in town.  Corey discussed the details of his wireless service.  He noted that this would be another choice for the residents, but he only offers internet service, no phone or cable.  Ziegler stated that he hasn’t had a lot of time to look over the specs and he will look them over.  Ziegler asked Hauer if he could contact the other cities that he does business with.  Johnson stated that he would like to look this over some more and put it into the committees for more input.  The council thanked Corey for the information and stated they will get back to him.  
Variance Request-Lynn and Cynthia Krachmer
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the variance allowing the Krachmer’s to replace their existing home.  A public hearing was held by the Planning Commission on June 4th.  The Planning Commission recommended approval of the Variance.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Motofest Permits & Licenses
Ziegler went over the contacts for the Motofest events and stated that the fire department will have a dance on Saturday night.  Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to authorize all food, beverage, noise and miscellaneous licenses for Motofest on August 1st. 2nd and 3rd.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Municipal Center Tuck-Pointing repair
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Anderson to approve the low quote from Stateline Tuck-pointing in the amount of $6,470.00 contingent on Ziegler negotiating the down payment down to 25-30% instead of 50%.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Review and Probation removal-Tharen Haugh 
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to remove Tharen Haugh from probation and move him to the next salary step retroactive to his 6 month anniversary.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Street Sign Retroreflectivity Policy
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Johnson to approve the Street Retroreflectivity Policy.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Downtown Flag Policy
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to approve the Downtown Flag Policy with the addition of including CraftBrew Fest and adding the clause “ordered by the President of the United States, Governor of Minnesota, or the Mayor or City Administrator of the City of Winnebago.”  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
On-Sale Liquor Licenses request-Dana Gates
Dana Gates the owner of Steele Wheel, LLC was present to discuss his new business that is opening.  Discussion was held.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to approve the conditional on-sale intoxicating liquor license for Dana Gates.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Noise Permit Request
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve a noise permit for Perla Cardona on June 21st from 6 pm to 12 am.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Mosquito Spraying
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve mosquito spraying by More than Mowing in the amount of $2450.  This would include 5 applications-2 before Brewfest and 3 before Motofest.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to approve the low bid from Fairmont Glass and Sign to replace two doors at the Municipal Center in the amount of $8,175.00.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Other Business
Johnson asked Ziegler for an update on the campground.  Ziegler updated the Council on the campground and suggested to do a grand opening the Friday of Motofest before the Bevcomm lunch.  No other business was discussed.  
Reports
Ziegler stated that the Firemen’s Relief Association was recently granted Tax Exempt status by the IRS.  He stated that Winnebago had a large rain event on Saturday, June 1st with a total of 5.27 inches.  He stated that the Utility Committee has been discussing the 2nd and 3rd Avenue NW area for a number of improvements in the future and this will be the next priority.  He notified the council that MN DOT is targeting pavement work on US Hwy 169 for 2018 or 2019 and have asked the City for input.  Ziegler noted that the Animal Control Board met on May 22nd.  The 2014 and 2015 budgets were approved.  Winnebago’s shares are $935.25 for 2014 and $1,247 for 2015.  One proposal was received for the animal control officer and it is being evaluated.  Ziegler noted that Junk and Nuisance letters went out on May 30.  The next round will go out next week and will set a hearing date for July 8th.  The results have been mixed.  Strict enforcement could be very costly and time-consuming.  He announced that Jerry and Jane Poole were selected as the Winnebago’s EDA’s Hall of Fame recipients for 2014.  He reminded the Council that the Board of Appeals and Equalization Training is July 16, 2014.  He noted that the Election Judge training is coming up soon.  He reminded the Council the he is on vacation Monday and Tuesday and will be at the League Conference Wednesday thru Friday of next week.  He told the Council that STS was in town tomorrow to clean out the houses.  He stated that the Commissioners were in town to look at the forfeited properties.  
Mayor Schutt stated his phone has been ringing this month.  
Johnson congratulated Tharen and stated he has been a good addition.  He welcomed Eric and looks forward to the smooth operation.  
Robertson stated that he has received 100% compliments about Eric and zero complaints.  He thanked Gates and wished him the best.  
Anderson stated she has heard good things about Eric.  She stated that it was wonderful that Dana is improving Main Street.  
Weerts stated that he heard that one person had sewer backup at their property.  He thanked Eric for going around town and meeting with people and thanked Gates. 
Robertson asked about the food vendors for Brewfest.   
Motion by Weerts seconded by Anderson to adjourn the meeting. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
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
