



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
March 11, 2014

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, March 11, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  City Attorney Douglas Johanson.  City Engineer Travis Winter.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the proposed meeting agenda of March 11, 2014 with additions.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Robertson to approve council meeting minutes of February 10, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Consent Items
Payments
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Anderson to approve all payments as listed on pages 4-15 of the council packet with the addition of the audit bill. Discussion held. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Informational Items
Ziegler noted that Eastman didn’t prepare a department head report, he has been doing mainly snow plowing and repairing equipment.  Chris also told the council he authorized Darold to purchase a snow blower for the Waste Water Plant.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve all informational items as listed on pages 16-21 of the Council packet. Discussion held. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Commission and Committee Reports
Ziegler noted that the minutes for the Utility Committee were missing and he will send them out.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve the commission and committee reports on pages 24-25 of the Council packet. Discussion held. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 
Public Comment
Mayor Schutt opened the meeting to the public. Chris from Garlick’s Water Conditioning was present to discuss dumping septage at the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Chris stated that he talked to Nienhaus the first part of January regarding this and was told the he couldn’t and was wondering why.  Ziegler stated that he will talk to Nienhaus and get back to him.  Discussion was held regarding the size of the trucks.  Hearing no more public comments, Mayor Schutt closed the meeting to the public.

2013 Audit Presentation
Kyle Meyers, Abdo, Eick & Meyers was present to cover the Financial Statements and Management Letter for year ended December 2013.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to approve year ended December 2013 Audit.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Water Treatment Facility Review Proposal
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to authorize Bolton and Menk to perform the Facility Review in the amount of $4,200.00.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Motion by Robertson seconded by Weerts to approve Resolution 560-2014.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson. Weerts. Motion carried.
WAMP Fiscal Agent Agreement Renewal
Motion by Anderson seconded by Johnson to approve the renewal of the Fiscal Agent Agreement with WAMP.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
DNR Water Conservation Plan-Resolution 561-2014
Motion by Johnson seconded by Anderson to approve Resolution 561-2014 DNR Water Conservation Plan.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Garbage Contact
Dale Foster from B&B Sanitation was present to discuss the reasons for the increase.  Motion by Robertson seconded by Weerts to approve the rate increase from $12.80 to $13.90 per customer per month.  Motion by Weerts, seconded by Robertson to approve the refuse contact for another four years.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
LMC Conference
Motion by Anderson seconded by Johnson to authorize Ziegler to attend the League of MN Cities annual conference in St. Cloud on June 18th-20th.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Review and Probation Removal-Judy Staloch
Motion by Johnson seconded by Robertson to remove Judy Staloch from probation and move to the appropriate step in the salary schedule, as per the union contract.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Animal Control Joint Powers Agreement
Discussion was held regarding the Animal Controls Joint Powers Agreement.  Winnebago’s portion of the expense would be 12.47%.  It was decided that a formal vote will be held next month giving the council members time to read it thoroughly.  
Proposed Huntley Sewer Rate Increases
Motion by Robertson seconded by Anderson to approve the rate increase of $3.05 per residence effective with the May billing in 2014 and $3.00 per residence effective with the May billing in 2015.  Discussion held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Resignations
Motion by Anderson seconded by to accept Robert Toland’s resignation as Interim Police Chief effective 3/1/2014 and Justin Henseler’s resignation as part-time police officer effective 3/20/2014.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

He received an email regarding the soil and water rain barrel program and he agreed to do that again this year.  He stated that the EDA has been busy and have approved three loans for Robertson, Loomis and Malchow.  He reminded the council that the Board of Appeals is May 6th at 10:00 a.m.
