



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
May 13, 2014

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, May 13, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  City Attorney Douglas Johanson.  Absent: Council member Robertson, City Engineer Travis Winter.
Motion by Weerts, seconded by Anderson to approve the proposed meeting agenda of May 13, 2014 with additions.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve the regular council meeting minutes of April 8, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Johnson to approve the special council meeting minutes of April 11, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Chris Knoll-Parker Oaks Status
Chris Knoll along with five staff members were present from Parkers Oaks to discuss the status of Parker Oaks.  He presented the council with a “Nursing Home Report Card” and a “Nursing Home Profile.”  Chris noted that overall Parkers Oaks was given an average rating and they are looking to improve that.  Chris stated that the in-house services have been a huge addition to the facility.  He also noted they were proceeding with the formation of a non-profit group to own the three southern Minnesota facilities and they are 6 months into the 24 month process.  The Council thanked him for the information.

Reports
Ziegler stated that he authorized 50 pool snacks as gifts for the summer reading program for the library and also 2 family pool passes.  He stated that he received a letter regarding the sale of Alliant Energy to SMEC and the transition.  He stated that the City of Winnebago was not awarded the Centerpoint Energy grant to offset the cost of the police department laptops.  He thanked Jesse Lloyd at Bevcomm for his work setting up the laptops and installing them.  He stated that campground is not open yet due to the cold weather and he hopes it will be up and running next week.  Ziegler stated that he is getting quotes for the replacement of the two entry doors at City Hall and for tuck pointing and caulking.  He will bring those items to Council at the next meeting.  There is a Public Hearing at the Planning Commission meeting on Wednesday, May 28th at 7pm for Lynn and Cynthia Krachmer for a variance to demo their existing home and replace it with another home.  He announced that Jerry and Jane Poole have been selected at the Winnebago’s EDA Hall of Fame recipients for 2014.  He noted that there is Board of Appeals and Equalization Training on July 16, 2014 and asked the council members if they wanted to attend.  Anderson and Johnson stated that they would like to attend.  Ziegler stated that the pool is set to open on June 3rd.  
Mayor Schutt stated that alley behind the hardware store is in bad shape.  He also stated that he has had some complaints regarding 3rd Ave NW and that it is very muddy.  He also thanked Parker Oaks for the update.  
Anderson stated that she is glad have the police chief starting.  She is looking forward to Brewfest and it bringing more people to town.  She thanked Darold for giving her a tour of the Waste Water plant.  
Weerts stated that he had heard that 169 was going to get fixed again.  Ziegler stated that the state is going to mill and overlay in 2018 and 2019.  Weerts thanked Ziegler for his report and is looking forward to Eric starting.  
Mayor Schutt stated that there will be a program and a luncheon on Memorial Day at the Veteran’s Memorial.
