



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL

A special meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, September 23, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  Absent: City Attorney Douglas Johanson.  City Engineer Travis Winter.  
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to approve the proposed meeting agenda of September 23, 2014.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Public Comment
Mayor Schutt opened the meeting to the public.  Hearing no public comments, Mayor Schutt closed the meeting to the public.

Outlet Store Building
Ziegler stated that he presented an update at the Commissioner’s meeting regarding the Outlet Store Building with Robertson and City Engineer Winter.  Ziegler stated that County would split the costs of demolition 50/50.  He noted that Darold Nienhaus completed the asbestos inspection and sent the samples in to be tested.  Discussion was held.  Motion by Robertson, seconded by Anderson to start advertising for bids for demolition.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.    
2015 Budget-Preliminary Levy Approval
Ziegler presented the Council with the Preliminary Levy amount of $592,925.00 which is an increase of 11.84% or $62,793.00 from 2014.  Ziegler pointed out a few changes from the previous year.  Discussion was held.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to approve Resolution 571-2014 Resolution Adopting the Proposed 2015 Tax Levy, Collectable in 2015 in the amount of $592,925.00.   Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Robertson asked the last time the Duplexes were for sale.  Ziegler stated in 2011.  Discussion was held.  
Other Business
Mayor Schutt stated that he has had some complaints regarding the stairs behind the Hodges building.  He asked if they could be taped off so no one gets hurt or falls through.  Ziegler stated that he would contact the owner of the building.
