



MINUTES OF THE WINNEBAGO CITY COUNCIL
City of Winnebago
September 9, 2014

A regular meeting of the Winnebago City Council was held on Tuesday, September 9, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. in the Municipal Center Council Chambers.
Mayor Schutt called the meeting to order and conducted roll call. Council members present:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Staff Present: City Administrator Ziegler, Deputy City Clerk Sturtz.  City Attorney Douglas Johanson.  City Engineer Travis Winter.  
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve the proposed meeting agenda of September 9, 2014 with additions.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Anderson to approve the regular council meeting minutes of August 11, 2014 as written. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
Consent Items
Payments
Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to approve all payments as listed on pages 5-18 of the council packet with addition.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve all informational items as listed on pages 19-28 of the council packet.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.

Motion by Robertson, seconded by Johnson to approve all committee and commission reports as listed on pages 29-35 of the council packet.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried. 

Public Comment
Mayor Schutt opened the meeting to the public.  Hearing no public comments, Mayor Schutt closed the meeting to the public.
General Business
Engineering Report-Outlet Store Building 6 Main St N
City Engineer Winter presented the Council with the Engineering Report from LS Engineers on the property located at 6 Main Street N.  Winters went over the report in detail and stated that the building is in pretty rough shape.  Winters pointed out that the immediate concerns for the building are to barricade the East End and to not occupy the Warehouse building.  Steve Malchow, owner of Roerig Hardware, was present and expressed his thoughts regarding his buildings.  Discussion was held.  Robertson stated he would like to see something re-built in its place if the building is razed.  Ziegler stated that he is on the agenda for the next Faribault County Commissioners’ meeting to get the commissioners input.  Robertson stated that he will attend the meeting with Ziegler.  Ziegler will also look into re-development plans and contact DEED for funding options.  Motion by Robertson, seconded by Weerts to barricade the alley.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.    
Conference Request-Heidi Schutt
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Robertson to approve Heidi to attend the MLA Conference in Mankato, MN on October 8-9, 2014 at a cost of $263.80 for the conference cost and travel expenses.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Forfeited Tax Sale List
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to approve the County to sell the Turtle lot and give the Notice of Intent to withhold from sale for up to six months on the Ruth property.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Flu Shots
Motion by Anderson, seconded by Weerts to approve Kari Jenkins to administer Flu Shots to City staff, Fire and Ambulance members.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
2015 Budget-Preliminary Levy
Ziegler stated the Preliminary Levy for 2015 needs to be adopted by September 30th, 2014.  Ziegler stated that he would like a little more time to get the preliminary levy set.  Motion by Johnson, seconded by Weerts to set a Special City Council meeting for Tuesday, September 23rd at 7:00 p.m.  Discussion was held.  Mayor Schutt called for a vote.  The following voted in favor:  Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts.  Motion carried.  
Other Business
Robertson asked how things were going with the new business Steele Wheel, LLC.  Ziegler stated that Dana is hoping to open October 1, 2014.    
Reports
Ziegler stated that the City has received 50 applications for the Police Officer positions and has been narrowed down to 15.  He said they are hoping to hire one full time and four to five part-time officers.  He said he will get in touch with the personnel committee in a couple of days to set a date for interviews.  He stated only one person filed for a seat on the City Council and that hopefully there will be a write-in candidate; otherwise the Council will declare a vacancy and hold a special election.  He stated that the health insurance is going up 7.2% this year.  He thanked everyone for helping with Safety Saturday and heard it was a big success. He stated that the county EDA is offering a commercial rehab program and the City EDA is offering a forgivable loan in conjunction to commercial businesses that qualify.  
Johnson had nothing to report.

Anderson stated she received an email from Chad Nelson regarding the fire at his parent’s house.  He said that there was a prompt response time from the Winnebago Police Department, Fire Department and Ambulance Department.

Mayor Schutt thanked Steve and Travis for their hard work.
Robertson asked if Ziegler could get him the bylaws of the EDA.    
Motion by Robertson seconded by Weerts to adjourn the meeting. Mayor Schutt called for a vote. The following voted in favor: Johnson, Robertson, Anderson, Weerts. Motion carried.
