City Utilities

Water and Wastewater treatment are provided by the City of Winnebago Public Utilities. Residents receive a monthly utility bill, which must be paid by the 10th of each month. For questions regarding utility bills, please call the Municipal Center at 893-3217. The city needs to be notified promptly of any new customer, name change, or address change information. A meter deposit of $20.00 is required for new renters.

Rubbish Removal

B & B Sanitation provides garbage service to the City of Winnebago. Garbage is removed every Wednesday morning; however, it is best to set garbage on the curb the night before. Each household is limited to TWO (2) 30-gallon trash bags per week. If you generate more garbage in a week you may purchase extra orange ties at Roerig Hardware or City Hall. Extra bags with these ties around them will be accepted. All bags must be tied shut, and any bags larger than 30 gallons will remain on the curb.

Recycling is picked up on the 2nd and 4th Thursday of every month. Red recycling bins are available at B & B Sanitation. For any recycling questions call Dale Foster at 893-3873.

Compost Site

The City maintains and operates a compost site located at 3rd Ave NE. The site is open from 8am – 8pm between the months of April through November. Only organic material may be deposited at the compost site.  Violators will be prosecuted. Please follow the signs to deposit grass, branches, leaves, and garden waste in appropriate piles.

Open leaf burning is allowed October 1 thru December 1. Open burning is not allowed in the spring. Recreational fires are permitted and many stipulations apply. For example, only non-treated wood can be burned, the fire pit can only be 30” in diameter and must be at least 25’ from any structure, and all fires must be extinguished by midnight. No fires are allowed when the wind is greater than 15 miles per hour. Questions regarding burning please call the Municipal Center 893-3217.

Animal Control

All dogs and cats in the City must be vaccinated, licensed and leashed. Each household is limited to TWO (2) dogs and TWO (2) cats. Three or more animals of the same kind constitute a kennel, and kennels are not allowed in city limits. Licenses are valid from Jan.1 to Dec.31 each year, and the annual fee is $10.00. If licenses are not purchased by February 15th, a $10.00 late fee will be added. Please bring a copy of the Certificate of Vaccination. Habitual barking ordinances and dog waste ordinances will be enforced. Any animal running at large is declared a public nuisance and will be collected by the City Animal Catcher and impounded. Cats are not allowed to roam at large, and also must be leashed.

Post Office

Parking Regulations
Street parking is allowed except during snow emergency events.  Call city hall or listen to KBEW radio for snow emergency announcements.  There is no parking of any motor vehicle at any time on city sidewalks, alleys, and city parks or in a manner blocking a public or private driveway or within the street right-of-way. No truck in excess of 15,000 pounds may park on city streets, and semi tractor cabs are not allowed to be parked in residential areas.

Building Permits
Building permits are required for all residential or commercial improvements and signs prior to starting any work. The building permit application for all residential work must contain the name of a licensed or exempt contractor and their assigned state number. The only time a license does not contain this required information is when work is being done by the homeowner. If the application does not contain this required information, the City cannot issue a permit. The Building Official must inspect all completed work. Contact the Winnebago Municipal Center for an application or to speak to our Building Official, Darold Nienhaus. 

 ALSO, for any type of digging you plan to do on your property, you must notify Gopher State One Call at (800) 252-1166 at least two days in advance of when to start your project. In addition to other construction projects, this is required for the planting of trees, shrubs, etc. Please be prepared to give Gopher State your address and the nearest intersecting street. They will take care of notifying all the various utilities. (A copy of the information required for the Gopher State One Call is on the last page of the Winnebago Telephone Directory.)

IMPORTANT CITY OF WINNEBAGO INFORMATION

Please follow guidelines outlined below. 

1. All dogs and cats in the City MUST be licensed and MUST be on a leash. Having them licensed will help us identify them should they become loose.

2. No parking on City streets during a snow emergency until the street has been cleared from curb to curb.

3. All grass must be kept less than 12 inches high. DO NOT mow grass clippings into the streets, as it plugs our storm sewers. Any grass over 12 inches high will be mowed by the City at a charge of not less than $100.00 per hour.

4. All discarded items “appliances and used lumber, etc.” must be stored in an enclosed accessory building. Please help us keep our City as aesthetically pleasing to the eye as possible. 

5. All vehicles MUST have current license tabs and be working order. If not, vehicles must be properly stored in an enclosed accessory building.

6. Sidewalks must be shoveled within 24 hours after every snowfall. Do not shovel or blow snow into the streets.

7. People who use roller blades are required to follow all Minnesota Motor Vehicle Laws.

8. Bicycles are not allowed on sidewalks within the retail district of Main Street.

9. Sump pumps MUST be hooked up to the storm sewer, or drain to your yard. Sump pumps are not allowed to be connected to the sanitary sewer from April to November.

10. The compost site is available for City residents April through November 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. to dusk, daily including weekends. No dumping of refuse allowed (violators will be prosecuted). Please follow signs to deposit grass, branches, leaves and garden waste in appropriate piles. The compost site is on 2nd Ave NE, approx. 3 blocks East of Vets Glass.

11. Leaf burning is allowed from October 1st to December 1st between 8 am and 8 pm. burning during any other time of the year will require a permit. Recreational fires are allowed; please check with the municipal center staff before burning. Please be respectful of neighbors.

12. Garbage service is every Wednesday morning and it is best to put garbage on the curb the night before.  Each customer is limited to 2 bags each week (30 gallon bags). If you generate more garbage in a week you may purchase extra orange ties at Roerig Hardware or at City Hall. Extra bags with these ties around them will be accepted. All bags must be tied shut. (Any questions concerning garbage may be directed to B & B Sanitation at 893-3873.)

13. Recycling is picked up on the 2nd and 4th Thursday morning of every month. Red recycling bins can be obtained by calling B&B Sanitation. Place your red bin at the curb Wednesday evening.

(Any questions concerning recycling may be directed to B&B Sanitation at 893-3873.)

14. IF YOU INTEND TO VOTE IN ANY CITY, COUNTY OR STATE ELECTIONS MAKE SURE YOU PICK UP A FORM TO PRE-REGISTER AT CITY HALL IN WINNEBAGO.

15. ATV’s and snowmobiles can only go from point A to point B or the shortest route in and out of town. Travel on Highway 169 and Highway 109 is prohibited.
